Dr. Jeff Howard, Commissioner: 
Commissioner Howard thanked the individuals on the Commissioner’s Advisory Committee for their hard work. He shared a timeline of his evolution of his state service with the Department for Public Health. He stated that we have a huge financial problem in public health for which we need a solution.  The Commissioner presented a power point presentation (attached) of the new “Public Health Transformation Plan.”  He stated the LHDs need a reprieve from the pension costs in FY20.
Several local health department directors shared what how this model would impact their health departments: Allison Adams, Randy Gooch, Georgia Heise, and Jen Harris
