President’s Report:
Allison Adams reported on the discussion from the KHDA executive session:
· Update on KHDA’s partnership with KACo.  KACo is presenting training on local “Government 101” across the Commonwealth, and as part of the training they want a public health presentation, the first one which will be this afternoon.  Allison will be presenting the session.  Per Allison, KACo has also volunteered to draft any resolutions for opting in or out of the retirement system for LHDs.  
· Meeting with David Bolt, the executive director of the Kentucky Primary Care Association. David wants a partnership with better communication with LHDs.  He  is working toward and hopes for a smooth transition of the public health transformation plan to rural health clinics. 
· Marketing of KHDA’s health transformation plan for a consistent message to be sent out.  
· Talked to Joe LaCosta from Ross Sinclair & Associates who reached out to Allison and offered their services in financing issues for retirement payments.  

· Talked to David Eager on the retirement issues as well.  
· Environmental regulation changes that would have a $20 increase for on-site fees for permits.

· Consistently, the workgroups have produced no real changes of value – no chain of funneling of the information –  the value of KHDA’s recommendations not seen at the state level.

Scott Lockard reported that HB358 was vetoed by the Governor yesterday afternoon.  The Governor had indicated he would pass the bill with the Senate Committee Sub (SCS), but he did not.  The Governor said there would be a special session before July 1.  Much discussion followed.
