Call to Order:
 President Allison Adams called the meeting to order at 9:07 AM EDT.  Allison announced to the group that KHDA’s former Executive Director, Steve Bing, had passed away on June 5th and she asked for a moment of silence.  Jill LeMaster will email the full obituary to members.  No service is planned at this time.  
Minutes:

Allison Adams noted the minutes had been previously sent out via email. Randy Gooch made a motion to approve the May 2019 minutes, seconded by Thursa Sloan. Motion carried.
Finance Report:

Randy Gooch presented the financial reports for KHDA and the KPHA/KHDA Joint Administrative accounts as of May 31, 2019. The KPHA/KHDA Joint Administration account had total cash assets of $105,979.21, income of $114,279.74, expenditures of $73,358.48, with a net income of $40,921.26.   The KHDA account had total current assets of $14,931.43, total income of $177,867.67, total expenditures of $175,972.22, which leaves a net income of $1,895.45.   Scott Lockard made the motion to approve the financial reports, seconded by Andrea Renfrow.  Motion carried.
Legislative Report:
Scott Lockard stated there still may be a special session in July if the governor gets the votes to pass the pension bill.  There are two bills that are upcoming for the 2020 legislative session that will be revenue generating and may help the health departments.  A regulation update was also presented.  Sara Jo Best talked about the MOA’s and discussion ensued. 
Commissioners Advisory Committee: 
Allison Adams stated that the last meeting was two weeks ago and they discussed what was in the white papers for:

Environmental

Communicable Disease

Chronic Disease

Emergency Preparedness
Boards of Health

HANDS

WIC

Allison is going to ask Dr. Howard if Department for Public Health (DPH) can share the white papers from these groups with KHDA.  Allison said she has resigned from the Commissioners Advisory Committee, and Maria Hardy may take over her position on the committee.
Presidents report:

Allison Adams announced that Jim Henderson is the new Executive Director of KACo. Allison stated that the training with the county judge executives is ongoing. Allison advised the county judges that if they had any questions about what their health departments were doing to go to their local health department. Allison stated that several health department directors received letters from DPH concerning their budget. Allison stated that the KHDA/KPHA hired Bob Babbage for lobbying on their behalf.  The breakdown of Mr. Babbage’s salary is $12,500 from KALBOH, $32,500 from KHDA, and $5,000 from KPHA. This equates to increasing KHDA dues by $550. The top priority for Bob Babbage is to get the $25 million back into the core public health.  
FY 20 Budget Presentation:

Jill LeMaster went over the budget report that was handed out.  There was a recommendation to increase the membership fees for the health departments by $550. Randy Gooch motioned to approve and Julie Bush seconded. Motion carried.

Scott Lockard, Christy Green, and Jen Harris presented what their experience had been working with GoHire.  
Department for Public Health (DPH) Updates:

Women’s Health Transformation:

Jan Chamness gave a presentation on local public health priorities for women’s public health. Jan stated that the Public Health Transformation Plan could be handled through the Department for Public Health and she laid out the steps that it would take to do so.
FY20 Fiscal Solvency Plan:

Mike Tuggle stated that DPH had asked 18 (41 counties) health departments to prepare a solvency plan over the next two weeks. Mike addressed what was involved in the solvency plan that he sent to those health departments.  Jen Harris stated her concerns over the solvency plan. Dr. Howard responded to Jen’s concerns.

The next KHDA board meeting will be a GoToMeeting on July 23rd.
Adjournment:
Denise Beach made the motion to adjourn, and Kayla Bebout seconded.  Motion carried. The meeting adjourned at 12:05 PM EDT.
